Course format and
workload

At Turku UAS, studying consists mainly of different assignments, project
work, lectures and presentations, and online learning and work in practice.
In addition to independent study, you will also work in many different
study teams and groups. Those groups may include other partners, such as
RDI (Research, Development and Innovation) or company representatives.

The above approaches to teaching and learning are part of innovation
pedagogy (Innopeda) which is based on experimenting, sharing of
knowledge and expertise, and combining different viewpoints. They
enable the development of innovation competences, such as creativity,
critical thinking and taking initiative.

The average workload per semester is 25-30 credits. 1 credit (ECTS) = 27
hours of workload. We recommend incoming exchange students study 5
ECTS/month.
